Located on a hill above the Helsinki harbor, red brick Uspensky cathedral can be seen

from far away. It's the largest Orthodox Church of Northern Europe. The style of the

cathedral is a tribute to the Russian Revival period when the best of the old times

30 min architectural ideas were used to create the magnificent constructions. The church is
worth going inside to see the impressive iconostases.

Temppeliaukion Church is often called the church in the rock. Finland blends the
Rock Church natural landscape of the region to create the beautiful urban environment and this is
the best example of it. The church is built into the huge granite rock. It's simple but

Helsinki Cathedral is a gorgeous white Lutheran church also called the Cathedral of
Helsinki Cathedral St. Nicholas.
