Bernard. All the 23 altars of the cathedral are of great historical value. They are mainly
Baroque and Rococo, partly made of marble.

castle in the world measured by land area. It was originally named Marienburg (Mary's

) Castle). In 1466, both castle and town became part of Royal Prussia, a province of
