07:45	-	08:00 Meet	your	guide	and	driver	outside	the	main
port	gate.

08:00	-	10:20 Depart	for	a	scenic	drive	through	the
downtown	of	Helsinki.	The	first	stop	after
being	picked	up	from	the	ship	is	Market
Square.	The	tour	continues	along	beautiful
Esplanadi	and	Mannerheim	streets	up	to
Central	Train	Station.	Our	driver	will	also	take
you	along	such	sights	as	Uspensky	cathedral,
Presidential	Palace,	National	Museum	and
Finlandia	Hall,	Opera	House	,	Finlandia
Concert	Hall	and	Parlament	Building.

10:20	-	10:50 The	next	remarkable	place	of	Helsinki	you	are
goin	to	see	is	the	Olympic	Stadium.	Back	in
1952,	the	Olympic	Games	were	held	in
Finland.	Quite	close	to	the	Stadium	is	the
SIbelius	Park	with	a	monument	to	Ian	Sibelius
-	a	great	Finnish	composer.	You	will	also	have
a	possibility	to	take	photos	here.

10:50	-	11:20 Our	guide	then	will	take	you	to	see	the	Rock
Church.	This	is	a	unique	highlight	in	Helsinki
and	is	considered	to	be	one	of	the	Europe’s
most	interesting	churches.	Being	carved	out
of	solid	rock,	it	has	a	copper	dome	installed.
The	church's	interior	is	bathed	in	natural	light
which	enters	here	through	the	dome.	The
church	is	used	frequently	as	a	concert	venue
due	to	its	excellent	acoustic,	which	is	ensured
by	the	rocky	surfaces.

11:20	-	12:50 The	tour	will	finish	in	the	medieval	Village	of
Porvoo.	Being	located	along	a	river,	it	has
numerous	cosy	little	shops	&	warehouses	and
a	very	old	church.	Our	guide	will	tell	you	a	lot
about	the	history	of	Porvoo,	but	if	you	have
any	questions	-	do	not	hesitate	to	ask!	The
guide	will	also	show	you	the	best	stops	for
taking	a	selfie	and	will	take	you	to	a	locally-
made	chocolate	shop.
