Gdansk Main Town Hall is a historic Ratusz, one of the finest examples of the Gothic-
Renaissance historic buildings in the city. The Main Town Hall houses the History
Museum of the City of Gdansk.

The camp was set up around already existing structures after the invasion of Poland
in World War 11, used for the imprisonment of Polish intelligentsia. Stutthof was the
first camp outside German borders, in operation from September 1939 to May 1945.
More than 85,000 victims died in the camp out of as many as 110,000 inmates
deported there.

St. Mary's Church is currently one of the largest brick churches in the world. It is
decorated within with several masterpieces of Gothic, Renaissance and Baroque
painting.

The cathedral is dedicated to The Holy Trinity, Blessed Virgin Mary of Oliwa and St
Bernard. All the 23 altars of the cathedral are of great historical value. They are mainly
Baroque and Rococo, partly made of marble.

The Castle of the Teutonic Order, located in the Polish town of Malbork, is the largest
castle in the world measured by land area. It was originally named Marienburg (Mary's
Castle). In 1466, both castle and town became part of Royal Prussia, a province of
Poland. It served as one of the several Polish royal residences. Nowadays, the castle
hosts exhibitions and serves as a museum.



Old Town in Gdansk is located north of the modern city center. There are lots of
exciting structures there, including: Gdansk Granaries, Gdansk Mills, Gdansk Town
Hall, Monument of King Sobieski, Polish Post, Preachers’ House.
